BE 1t hereby enacted by the Legislative
Assembly of Goa in the fifty-second year of the
Republic of India as follows (—

CHAPTER |

Freliminary

1. Short title, extent and commencement.— (1)
This Act may be called the Goa Indian System
of Medicine and Homoaopathy Council Act, 2001.

(2) It extends to the whole of the State of Goa.

(3) It zhall come inta force on such date as

the Government may, by notification in the Official
Gazette appoint.

2. Definitions— In this Act, unless the contest

(a) "Board"” means the Goa Board of Indian
system of medicines and Homoeopathy
established under section 3, of this Act;

Director of Directorate of Health Services, Goa
() "Govearnment” meaans Gowvernment of o
Hopnoeopathy T o mesans Hoooeopating
System of Medicine: and inecludes the use of
hicchemic remedies and Indian System of
Meawcines means System of Medicmes

(f) “Inspector” means the Inspector appointed
under section 30;

CHAPTER 1I

corporate and shall have perpetual succession
and a common seal and may by the said name
sue and be sued.

The Chairman of the Board, wishing to resign,
may forward his writtén rasignation to the
Government.

CHAPTER IV
Staff and Registration

21. Registrar, other officars and sarvants of the
Board.— (1) The Board shall, with the previous
approval of the Government, appoint a Registrar
who shall be the Secretary of the Board. The
Hugustra: shall receive such salary and allow-
ances and shall be governed by such conditions
of service as may be prescribed. The Chairman
may, from time to time, grant him leave and may
temporarily appoint a person to take his place.
Any person duly appointed to act as Registrar
shall be¢ deemed to be the Registrar for al
purposes of this Act.

{2) Any order of the Board appointing,
punishing or removing the Registrar from his
office shall be subject to the approval of the
Covernmant.

(3) The Board may appoint such other olficars
and servants as may be necessary [or carmrying

Miscallaneous

42. Appeals to Government from decision of
the Board— (1) An appeal shall e to the
Government from every decision of the Board
under this Act, except a decision made by the
Board as an appellate authority.

(2) Every appeal undsr sub-section (1) shall
be preferred within thres months of the date of
communication of such order.

43. Bar to suit and other legal proceedings.—
(I} No suit or other legal proceeding shall lie
against the Government in respect of an act
done in the exercise of the powers conferred by
thus Act,

(2) No suit, prosecution or other legal
proceedings shall lie against the Board or any
member or any officer or servant of the Board
or any person acting under the direction of the
Board or of the Chairman or of any officer or
servant of the Board in respect of anything which
is done in good faith or intended to be done in
pursuance of this Act or of any rules or
regulations made thereunder.

44. Control of Board by CGovernment.— (1)
The Government may give such direction to the
Board as it may deem fit and the Board shall
comply with all such directions.
