The Central Govt. has issued directives in regard to reco-
mmendation No. 1, 2,and 3 above. The 4th recommendation is
under consideration.

The CCIM made efforts to make maximum use of Hindi as
an official language in day to day work of the Council. All agenda
and minutes of the Central Council and its various committees
were prepared bilingually as far as possible. Employees of the
Central Council were encouraged to use Hindi language in their
official work. There is a Departmental Committee for the imple-
mentation of Hindi as an official language in the Council.

A provision of Rs. 6.00 lacs was made in the Budget Esti-
mates for the year 1978-79 for the Council.
