ANNUAL REPORT FOR THE YEAR 1995—96

The Central Council of Indian Medicine is a Statutory Body constituted
under the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970. The first Central
Council was constituted in 1971. The Second Central Council was constituted
in 1984 vide Government of India Gazette Notification Extraordinary Part II
Section 3 Sub-Section (ii) dated 7.5.1984 and functioned upto 13.3.95. The
Third Central Council of Indian Medicine was constituted vide Government

of India Gazette Notification published in the Gazette of India, Extraordinary

Part II, Section 3, Sub-Section (iii) dated 5.1.95, 25.1.95, 9.2.95, 17.2.95 and
1.3.95.

The main objects of the Central Council are as follows :

i) To prescribe minimum standards of education for courses in Indian
Systems of Medicine viz. Ayurved, Siddha and Unani.
ii) To advise Central Government in matters relating to recognition of
medical qualifications of Indian Medicine.
iii) To maintain the Central Register of Indian Medicine and revise the
Register from time to time.
iv) To regulate practice in Indian Medicine and prescribe standards of

professional conduct etiquette and code of ethics to be observed by the
practitioners.

Since its establishment in 1971, the Central Council has been carrying on
and implementing various regulations including the Curriculum & Syllabus

in Indian Systems of Medicine viz. Ayurved, Siddha and Unani at Under-
graduate and Post-graduate level.

All the colleges of Indian Systems of Medicine are affiliated to various
Universities in the country. These colleges are following the minimum stan-

dards of education which include curriculum and syllabus prescribed by the
Central Council.

The work of preparation of Central Register of Indian Medicine pertaining
to West Bengal and Haryana for the period April 1991 to March 1994 is in
progress.

The State Register in the prescribed proforma has not been eceived from
Uttar Pradesh Council from inception of the State Council to 1987 inspite of
repeated reminders/requests. Hence, the Central Register of Indian Medicine
pertaining to Uttar Pradesh from inception of the State Council to 1987 has not
been prepared so far.

Indian Medicine has increased many folds whereas no post has been created in
the office of CCIM after 1986. As a result the work of the office of Central
Council of Indian Medicine is suffering badly due to lack of manpower.

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Audit Report on the Accounts of the Central Council of
Indian Medicine
New Delhi for the Year 1995-96

Introduction :-

The central Council of Indian Medicine (Council) New Delhi was estab-
lished in 1971 under the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 with the
objects of prescribing minimum standards of education for courses in Indian
System, maintenance of Central Register of Indian Medicine etc. and other
maiters connected therewith.

As required under Rule 86 of the Council's Regulation, 1977 made under
Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970, the accounts of the Council are
audited under Section 19(2) of the Comtroller and Auditor General's (Duties
Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. o o

The Council is financed mainly by grants from Government of India, The
Council received grants amounting to Rs. 28.00 lakhs under Non-Plan and Rs.
27.97 lakhs under Plan during the year 1995-96.

2. Comments of Accounts

2.1 Irregularities in the maintenance of recognition fees account. '

(a) An amount of Rs. 10,11,000/- had been shown under the head
Recognition Fee for the year 1995-96 in the income and Expenditure Account
of the Central Council whereas the supporting records showed that Rs.
10,54,000 was recoverable during the year 1995-96. this resulted in difference
of Rs. 43,000/- which remained unreconciled.

The Council stated (November 1966) that the difference of Rs. 43,000 will
- be adjusted in the accounts for the year 1996-97.

(b) Scruitiny of balance sheet as on 31st March 1996 revealed that the
Council had a liability of Rs. 1.29 lakhs on account of recognition fees re-
ceived in advance. The details of this liability were not produced to Audit in
the absence of which correctness of the liability could not be ascertained.

3. Overstatement of General Provident Fund investments.

As per General Provident Fund balance sheet as on 31st March 1996,
the Council had investments of Rs. 13 lakhs. A scrutiny of investment register
revealed that the Council had actually invested Rs. 4 lakhs on 20.5.96 but it
had been debited to cash book in March 1996. Thus, the accounts of invest-
ments were overstated by Rs. 4 lakhs. :

The Council stated (November 1996) that the amount of Rs. 4 lakhs to
invest in short term deposits was debited in the cash book in March 1996 but
the cheque could not be sent to the bank for want of signature of the President
of the Council. The omission is noted for future.

4. Balance Sheet Pension Cum Gratuity Fund

As per Balance Sheet of Pension-Cum-Gratuity Fund as on 31st
March 1996, an investment of Rs. 2.00 lakhs had been made during the year,
