ASSESMENT OF EDUCATIONAL STANDARDS

The Council has already prescribed minimum standards of
education and syllabi for studies. To verify the actual observance of these
standards the Council has been sending teams of members to visit the
educational-institutions in, the country. These teams submit the report to the
Council pointing out shortcomings. These reports are carefully considered in the
Councit at different levels and a decision is taken for not permitting/permitting to
admit a specified number of students commensurate with the over all facilites
available in the institution. The institutions are simultaneously directed to remove
the shortcomings pointed by the visiting teams within a specified peciod. As &

25 Overstated receipt of Rs. 6588 in account

(a) Cheques amounting to Rs. 6588 issued but not presented for payment
had been taken as receipt in the Receipt and Payments Account for the year
1998-99. Instead of making fresh entry on payment side by showing minimum
expenditure just to remove previous payment entry. It resulted in overstating of
receipt by Rs 6588 in accounts.

(b) Similarly un-cashed cheque amounting of Rs. 6313 shown on the
payment side of the Receipt and Payments account 1998-99 against the receipt
entry of Rs. 6588 shown under head un-cash cheque was also not in
accordance with accounting procedure.

The cheques Rs. 6,588/- issued from 1993 to 1996 became time barred
and as such were taken as receipts against which payment of Rs. 6,313/- was
made. The payment of Rs. 275/- could not be made. as there was no claimant
(Nov. 1999).

2.6 Bank Reconciliation

As per Rule 13.5 of the Central Government Receipt and Payment Rule
1983, reconciliation of bank statement at the close of each month/year is one of
the important duties of the Drawing and Disbursing Officer. Any delay in
reconciliation may result in frauds and misappropriation escaping notice of the
mangement. In the absence of such reconiliation the correctness of cash at bank
vis-a-vis closing balance in the cash book shown in accounts could not be verified.

The council stated that against the difference of Rs. 7.47.549.82 as per
cash book and bank statement the difference of Rs. 6.18.220.82 has been recti-
fied where as difterence of Rs. 1.29.329 is yet to be reconciled (Nov. 1999).

3 Accounting Policies

The Council is required to append to annual accounts significant
accounting policies to indicate that items, if any. accounted for on cash basis.
fixed assets and inventory vaituation etc. The Council is also required to append
to annual accounts about the non-applicability of Income Tax on the surplus of
the council, exemption from statutory enactment, treatment of contingent liability
etc. Such disclosure by the Council will introduce transparency in accounts. The
Council has not appended the significant accounting policies and notes to their
accounts. The Council should take initiatives to add these notes so that accounts
could only be read and certified on this basis and parameters of such disclosure.
