The Central Council resolved that contents of the above resolution be circulated to all the
Universities/colleges and other concerned authorities.

'AYURVED

The salient features of the recommendations are as under:- _

The Central Council decided that the Punjab Government and Baba Farid University may be
requested to allow graduates of Ayurved for admission in M.S (Physiotherapy) at par with gradu-
ates of Western system of Medicine. :

The Central Council agreed to the recommendation of Ayurved Committee that the
Government of India be asked whether the Central Council of Indian Medicine is authorised and
within competence of Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 to prescribe the Minimum
Standards of Education in ‘Dentistry or would like to enact separate Act for the same on the
similarity of Dental Council of India.

The Central Council decided to inform the Government of Orissa that Sanskrit teacher

should not be promoted /appointed as Principal/Head of the Department ang should not be
included in the Cadre of teaching post of Ayurveda.

The Central Council approved/amended the qualification of Sanskrit teachers as under:-

“For the post of Lecturer(Sanskrit)- MA in Vayakaran/Sahitya from a recognized
[nstitution or equivalent. FPreference should be given to those possessing Ayurved qualification.
M ifter ten years service he/she will be given higher scale Sanskrit teacher will be a full time
ﬂgacher and he/she will not be promoted Professor/Reader in the Ayurved cadre.”

The Central Council noted that the Faculty of Ayurveda Banaras Hindu University is not
following the Curriculla and Syllabii prescribed by the Central Council of Indian Medicine in toto

inspite of giving assurance by the Director of the Institution to the Expert Committee of CCIM
visited the BHU.

It was further noted that for the last six year, there is no teacher in Ayurved Samhita
department in the Section of Ayurved Siddhant and Darshan, Rachna Sharir and Shalakya but the
students are being selected in these disciplines. They learn themselves, prepare the thesis and passed

the examination having no knowledge of the subjects. This is the mockery and it should be stopped
immediately.

The Central Council decided that:- .

I) No students should be admitted in any Department/subject in which there is no teacher

¥ 2) Teachers for Under-graduate teaching be appointed on time bound basis as per norms.

3) The Curriculum and Syllabus for Under-graduate and Post-graduate courses in Ayurved
prescribed by the Council be followed by the University in toto.

The Central Council decided that the teacher possessing Graduate qualification in Indian
Systems of Medicine may be permitted to do Post-graduation. Provision of some seats may be

reserved for them without holding competition examination for their selection for Post-graduation
atuniversity and goverment level.

It was also decided that the teachers appointed before 1.7.89 without PG qualification may be
fromoted to the post of Reader and Professor as per rules.

The Central Council decided that a letter may be sent to abolish the post of Demonstrator.
Post graduate degree holders Demonstrators may be made Lecturers without delay and graduate

The Central Council ratified the Minimum Standards and Requirements for Siddha Col-
Jeges & attached hospital approved by Siddha Committee.

The Central Council ratified the Post-graduate draft Regulations of Siddha reviewed in
the Workshop and approved by Siddha Committee.

The Central Council ratified the Curriculum & Syllabus of Siddha Maruthuvam Arignar
(BSMS) Course reviewed in the Workshop organized by the Central Council and approved by
Siddha Committee.

The Central Council agreed to the recommendations of Siddha Committee that a post of
Assistant Registar (Siddha) may be created for the office of the Council since there is no
Siddha person available in the office to lookafter the work pertaining to Siddha Systems of
Medicine.

b) To look into the peculiar problem of non-supply of copy of State Register and grant of
registration to unqualified person, a sub-committee consisting of Chairman and Vice-
Chairman, Registration Committee and local Registration Committee members of
Lucknow one each from Ayurveda and Unani may meet the State Government authori-
ties and Registrar, Bhartiya Chikitsa Parishad, Uttar Pradesh in the matter.

¢) The Central Council decided that State Board/Councils should enroll to those persons
who possess Ayurvedacharya (BAMS)/Kamil-e-Tib-o0-Jarahat(BUMS)/Siddha
Maruthuva Arignar(BSMS) qualifications. In case of other qualifications included in
the Second, Third or Fourth Schedule to the IMCC Act, 1970, the State Board/Council
should grant registration to such persons only with the prior permission of the Central
Council of Indian Medicine who applies for registration for the first time.

3. Comments on Accounts

Balance Sheet
3.1 Non-reflection of Advance Recognition fees received during the Year.

Scrutiny of the register of Recognitions fee of the Council for the year 2001-2002
revealed that an amount of Rs. 1,87,000/- was received as advance recognition fee.
However, this amount has not been shown as liability in the balance sheet as on 31.3.2002
resulting in understatement of liabilities by Rs. 1,87,000/-.

3.2 Overstatement of liability

Balance sheet of CCIM as on 31.3.2002 shows an amount of Rs. 6,10,000/- under
head Advance Recognition fees carried from previous year out of this amount, recognition
fee for the year 2001-02 should have been treated as income for the year and deducted
from the liability. Non-deduction of advance recognition fee adjusted during the year
resulted in overstatement of liability.

3.3 Advance payment shown under Liabilities

Liabilities side of Balance sheet of CCIM shows an amount of Rs. 1,68,124/- as
Advance payment to DAVP. Such item is an asset and it should appear on assets side of
the balance sheet. Origin of such item on Liability side may be investigated and necessary
rectification carried out.

INCOME AND EXPENDITURE ACCOUNT
3.4 Adjustment of advance not booked as expenditure

Balance sheet of CCIM as on 31.3.2002 shows that during the year an advance of
Rs. 97790/- to DAVP was adjusted from the last year balance. However such amount was
not shown in the Income and Expenditure account as expenditure during the year. As a
result expenditure was understated by Rs. 97,790/-

4. Accounting policies

The Council is required to append to annual account 'Significant Accounting Poli-
cies' to indicate fixed assets and inventory valuation etc. The Council is also required to
append 'notes to Accounts' to indicate non-applicability of Income Tax on the surplus of
the Council, exemption from statutory enactments, treatment of contingent liabilities etc.
Such disclosure by Council will introduce transparency in accounts. The Council did not
append 'significant Accounting Policies' and 'Notes on accounts' to the Accounts. The

Council should take initiative to append the same to the accounts from the year 2002-03.
