India/State Medical Council(s) is allowed to practice Modern Systems of Medicine or
Surgery. A person obtaining qualification in any other Systems of Medicine is not
allowed to practice Modern Systems of Medicine in any form" recently notified by
Medical Council of India is unwanted and not relevant to the professional conduct and

ethics. It was also represented that such notifications are only for registered
practitioners of System concerned.

The issue was discussed in detail in Executive Committee of the Central Council
and was of the opinion that Medical Council of India has exceeded its authority and
jurisdiction in including the aforesaid section in the aforesaid regulations. The Central
Council is the only the competent authority to prescribe regulation for Standards of
Professional Conduct Etiquette and Code of Ethics for persons holding qualifications
in Indian Systems of Medicine included in the Schedules to the Indian Medicine Central
Council Act, 1970. As such the aforesaid Regulations cannot apply to them. It was

very strongly urged upon Government of India to delete section 1.1.3 of the aforesaid
Regulations immediately.

The Central Council while ratifying the above discussed the issue in detail and
it was felt necessary to pass a fresh resolution in this regard. After great deliberations,
the Central Council passed the following resolution:—

"The Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 is very clear with regard to
definition of Indian Systems of Medicine, which reads as follows;

"Indian Medicine" means the systems of Indian Medicine commonly known as
Ashtang Ayurveda, Siddha or Unani Tibb whether supplemented or not by such modern
advances as the Central Council may declare by notification from time (o time."

To clarify the word "Modern Advances" the Council at its meeting held on 23rd
March 2003 passed the following resolution :—

“This meeting of the Central Council hereby unanimously resolved that in clause
(e) of Sub-Section 2(1 ) of the IMCC Act, 1970, the word "Modern Advances' be read us
advances made in the various branches of Modern allopathic/western scientific medicine
in the area of internal medicine, surgery, gynaecology and obstetrics, anaesthesiology,
diagnostic procedures and also other technological innovation made from time to time
and declare that the courses and curriculum conducted and recognized by the Central
Council of Indian Medicine are supplemented with such modern advances."

Itis further clarified that the rights of practitioners of Indian System of Medicine

are protected by Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 under section 17(3)(b)
which states as under :—

"Nothing contained in Sub-section (2) shall affect privileges (including the right
(0 practise any system of medicine) conferred by or under any law relating to registration
of practitioners of Indian Medicine for the time being in force in any State on a
practitioners of Indian Medicine enroljed on a State Register of Indian Medicine."

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Audit Report on the Accounts of the
Central Council of Indian Medicine
for the year 2002-2003

1. Introduction

The Central Cauncil of Indian Medicine, New Delhi was established in 1971
under the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 (Act No.48 of 1970) with the
object of prescribing minimum Standards of Education for Courses in Indian
Systems, maintenance of Central Register of Indian Medicine efc. and other matter
connected therewith.

As required under Rule 86 of the Central Council of Indian Medigine
Regulations, 1976 made under Rule 36 Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970,
the accounts of the Council are audited under Section 19 (2) of the Comptroller and
Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971.

The Council is financed mainly by grant-in-aid from Government of India,
Ministry of Health & Family Welfare (Department of ISM&H). During the year
2002-2003, the Council received grant of Rs.76.41 lakh (64.41 lakh under Non-Plan
and Rs.12.00 lakh under Plan) from the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare.

Comments on Accounts
2. Balance Sheet
2.1 Assets

2.1.1 Depreciationnot provided on Fixed Assets

The Assets Account of the Council depicts Assets at their book value of
acquisition and do not exclude obsolete, unusable, irreparable and condemned
asset and also do not take into account depreciation with corresponding reduction
of Capital Account during the year 2002-2003, The Capital and Assets Accounts
were, thus, overstated and do not give correct picture of the assets of the Council.

The Council stated (March 2004) that as the Council is fully financed by
Government of India, there was no need to work out depreciation because according
to accounting procedure, depreciation was to be charged as expenditure in the
Income and Expenditure Account. The reply is not tenable as it had to provide for
depreciation as required in common format of account prescribed by Government
of India.

2.2 Non-accounting of GPF/Pension-cum-Gratuity Fund accumulations in main
Balance Sheet of the Council
The Council had prepared its Receipl and Payment Account and Balance Sheet
of General Provident Fund and Pension-cum-Gratuity Fund separately for the year
2002-03.
