AN REPORT FORTHEVEAR 2004-2005

The Central Council of Indian Medicine is a Statutory Body constituted under the
Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 vide Gazette Notification Extraordinary Part II
Section 3(ii) dated 10.8.71. The Central Council was reconstituted in 1984 & 1995. The main
objects of the Central Council are as under:-

1) To prescribe minimum standards of education in Indian Systems of Medicine viz.
Ayurved, Siddha and Unani Tibb.

i1) To advise Central Government in matters relating to recognition (inclusion/withdrawal)
of medical qualifications in/from Second Schedule to Indian Medicine Central Council
Act, 1970.

iii)  To maintain a Central Register of Indian Medicine and revise the Register from time to
time.

1v) To prescribe Standards of Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Code of Ethics to be
observed by the practitioners.

Since its establishment in 1971, the Central Council has been framing and implementing various
regulations including the Curricula and Syllabii in Indian Systems of Medicine viz. Ayurveda,
Siddha and Unani Tibb at Under-graduate and Post-graduate level.

Now all the Colleges of Indian Systems of Medicine are affiliated to various Universities in the
Country. These Colleges are following the minimum standards of education and Curricula and
Syllabii laid down by Central Council.

In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 36 of Indian Medicine Central Council Act. 1970
(48 of 1970), the Central Council of Indian Medicine with the previous sanction of the Central
Government, prescribed “The Establishment of new Medical College, Opening of New or Higher
Course of Study or Training and Increase of Admission Capacity by a Medical College
Regulations, 2003.”

As per provisions of these Regulations any person intending to establish a medical college or any
medical college intending to Open a New or Higher Course of Study or Training or Intending to
Increase Admission Capacity in any Course of Study or Training shall follow the procedure and
criteria mentioned in Regulations 4 to 6 and submit a Scheme to the Central Government
alongwith an application in form specified in Regulation 4.

The Central Council decided that cut of date of admission of Ist BAMS/BUMS/BSMS Courses
be extended by 30" November for Ayurved, Siddha and Unani colleges.

The Central Council decided that 3% reservation for admission for disabled person for the
category of locomotory disorders of lower limbs between 50% to 70% be applicable in ISM
colleges.

Assessment of Educational Standards

Central Council has already prescribed following course at Under-graduate and Post-graduate
level Minimum Standards of education and syllabi for different courses for Ayurveda, Siddha
and Unani Tibb have also been laid down by the Council.

To verify the actual observance of these standards, Central Council has been sending teams of
members to visit the educational institutions in the country. These teams submit the report to the
Council as per proforma pointing out actual situation and shortcomings. These reports are
carefully considered in the Council at different levels and decisions are taken for permitting to
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admit a specified number of students commensurate with the over all facilities available in the
institution or not permitting admission in cases of non-availability of Minimum Standards. The
institutions are simultaneously directed to remove the shortcomings pointed out by the visiting
teams within specified period. As a result of such strict monitoring, the standard of teaching is
improving continuously.

During the current year the programme of visitation was persued vigorously and 121 Ayurved,
34 Unani and 06 Siddha Colleges were visited in order to assess the present status of available
facilities of teaching and practical training.

CENTRAL REGISTER OF INDIAN MEDICINE

Preparation and maintenance of Central Register of Indian Medicine is one of the main objects of
the Central Council. As per provisions of the IMCC Act, 1970, Central Council is maintaining a
Central Register in the prescribed manner, which is containing, the names of persons who are
enrolled on any State Register of Indian Medicine and who possess any of the recognised
medical qualifications included in the Schedules to the Indian Medicine Central Council Act,
1970. The maintenance of Central Register of Indian Medicine and updating of the same is a
continuous process.

AYURVEDA
THE SALIENT FEATURES OF THE RECOMMENDATIONS ARE AS UNDER: -

The Central Council noted that the Maharashtra University of Health Sciences, Nashik, Rajiv
Gandhi University of Health Sciences, Bangalore and Baba Farid University of Health Sciences,
Faridkot requested the Central Council of Indian Medicine to make the provision of grace marks
under the CCIM Regulations as have been made by the Medical Council of India and Central
Council of Homoeopathy under their Regulations.

The Central Council considered the same and decided that Central Council has no objection if
any university grants the grace marks at its own as per rules prevailing in other faculities of
University.

The Central Council agreed to the recommendations of Ayurveda Committee that marks of
Internal assessment based on attendance, theory and practical examinations as per Medical
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Council of India pattern be allowed. Such examinations can be conducted in every six months.
However, Internal Assessment marks should not be assessed separately for result.

The salient features of the recommendations are as under:-

The Central Council agreed to the decision of Unani Committee that in all States where Unani
colleges are not existing there students should be given priority in admission.

The Central Council approved the proposals of Unani Committee that Unani Graduates be
allowed further internship in the Government Hospital. It was decided to write to all State
Government to make provision of the same.

The Central Council noted that some Universities have not implemented Syllabus, Curriculum
and Minimum Standards in toto and agree to the decision of Unani Committee to write a letter to
the Registrar of all Universities to follow the norms of Central Council of Indian Medicine in
toto.

The Unani Committee noted that Maharashtra University of Health Sciences, Nashik conducting
Kamil-e-tib-o-Jarahat Course against the norms and Syllabi prescribed by the CCIM and pattern
of examinations is not according to CCIM. Moreover, the nomenclature of the subject is also
different.

The Central Council agreed to the decision of Unani Committee that a suitable letter in this
context be written to Maharasthra University of Health Sciences, Nashik for immediate
compliance.

The Unani Committee noted that in AK Tibbia College, Aligarh some departments and their
nomenclature is not in accordance of Central Council of Indian Medicine e.g. nomenclature of
Department of Tahaffuzi-wa-Samaji-Tib is Hifzane Sehat-wa-Tibbe Samji which is Munafe-ul-
Aza variance of nomenclature prescribed by the Central Council of Indian Medicine. In this
regard several letter and reminders have already been sent to the Aligarh Muslim University,
Aligarh but non-cognizable action has been taken so far.

The Committee was of the opinion that it is a very serious matter.

The Central Council agreed to the decision of Unani Committee that if these discrepancies are
not rectified immediately Council may be constrained not to recognize the degrees in the said
subject.

1. Any institution conducting PG courses also in any subject concerned, in addition to
Graduate Course must have following additional facilities:-

a) At least the relevant Department should have a minimum of three teachers
M.D.(Siddha) with PG qualification in the relevant subject.

b) The Department must be headed by a Professor or Reader.
¢) Teacher student ratio will be, for Professor and Reader 1:2 and for Lecturer 1:1.

d) Separate space for PG teaching is must. Other necessary teaching facilities for
PG teaching should be available.

e) A Departmental Library should be there.
2. Hospital requirement

a) Additional beds in the student bed ratio of 1:5 1n the clinical subject should be
there.

b) For non-clinical subjects beds in the ratio 1:2 for applied/clinical/research work
should be there.”

REGISTRATION

The Central Council decided that only those persons who possess a recognized medical
qualification under the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 are eligible for practice in the
respective systems of Medicine. To curb the illegal practice by unauthorized/unrecognized
persons letter be sent to Health Secretary to the States/Union Territories and copy be sent to
directors of Indian Systems of Medicine to check to the credibility of such practitioners and
inform the respective State Boards to initiate action in the matter.

The Central Council agreed to the recommendations of Registration Committee:-

a) Direct Registration fee may be enhanced from Rs.50/- to Rs.2000/-.
b) A provision for issue of enrolment Certificate be made in the Regulations.
c) A fee of Rs.1,000/- may be charged for issue of encrolment certificate.

During the year 2004-2005 one hundred and two hundred forty six (246) Enrolment Certificates
were issued to the practitioners of ISM on the basis of their names included in the Central
Register of Indian Medicine.
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Forteen (14) Direct Registration Certificates were issued to be practitioners of Indian Systems of
Medicine, possessing a recognized medical qualification included the Schedule to IMCC Act,

1970.

At the request of Goa Board of ISM, Goa a team of CCIM visited the State Board and held
discussion in the matter of registration and issues related thereto. The team also met the Health
Minister of Goa to discuss the matter of registration and issues related thereto. Committee of
CCIM met the Health Secretary, Director and President/Registrar of State Boards of Andhra
Pradesh and Kerala.

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AUDIT REPORT ON THE ACCOUNTS OF THE
CENTRAL COUNCIL OF INDIAN MEDICINE,
NEW DELHI FOR THE YEAR 2004-2005

1. Introduction

The Central Council of Indian Medicine, New Delhi was established in 1971 = 1
Statutory Body under the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 with the object >
prescribing minimum standards of education for courses in Indian Systems of Medicaxe
maintenance of central register of practitioners of Indian Medicine etc. and other man=
connected therewith. The Central Council of Indian Medicine was reconstituted in 1984 aa-
1995.

As required under Rule 86 of the Council’s Regulations, 1976 made under Inds=
Medicine Central Council Act, 1970, the accounts of the Council are audited under Sectxx
19 (2) of the Comptroller and Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Senax=
Act, 1971.

The Council is financed mainly by grant-in-aid from Government of India, Ministry =
Health & Family Welfare (Department of 1SM&H). During the year 2004-05 the Coun=
received grant of Rs. 94.42 lakh (Rs. 84.90 lakh under Non-Plan and Rs. 9.52 lakh under Plar
from the Ministry.

Comments on Accounts
2. Balance Sheet
2.1 Assets
2.1.1 Outstanding Recognition Fee

-

The Council charges annual recognition fee of Rs. 20,000/- from Under-graduate aa:
Post-graduate level colleges. In addition annual fee of Rs. 5,000/- per subject is charged froe
the Post-graduate level colleges. Scrutiny of annual accounts revealed that recognition fe
aggregating to Rs. 55.25 lakh pertaining to the period 1995-96 to 2004-05 was outstandine
against various institutions as on 31.3.2005.

The Finance Committee of the Council had, in its 11" meeting held on 13" March 2002
decided to levy penalty of Rs. 1000/- per month on colleges, which did not deposit th
outstanding fee, by 30" September of the corresponding year. It was, however, observed thx
the Council has not raised any demand against the defaulting colleges on account of penalty
The Council has also not quantified the penalty charges recoverable from these colleges =
its accounts resulting in understatement of assets to that extent.

The Council stated (August 2005) that the audit observation had been noted for
compliance.

2.1.2 Depreciation not provided on Fixed Assets

The Asset Accounts of the Council during the year 2004-05 depicted Assets at thex
book value of acquisition and do not exclude obsolete, unusable, irreparable and condemnec
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assets and also do not take into account depreciation with corresponding reduction of
Capital Account. The Council had indicated in the notes to accounts about non-charging of
depreciation on Fixed Assets and decapitalising the declared obsolete, unserviceable and
condemned items. However, the Council did not quantify the amount in the notes to accounts.
In reply to the same observation in previous year’s Audit Report (2003-04), the Council had
stated that the action to quantify the depreciation has been initialed but despite this assurance,
requisite details have not been incorporated in the accounts. The capital and assets accounts
were, thus, overstated and do not give correct picture of the assets of the Council.

The Council stated (August 2005) that the depreciation on the fixed assets would be
provided from the year 2005-06.

Liabilities
2.1.3 Unspent grants

The Council had unspent grants amounting to Rs. 1.05 lakh (Plan —Rs. 84,310/- and
Non-plan - Rs. 20,190/-) as on 3 1st March 2005 .The Council was required to either refund the
amount of unspent grants to the Ministry or show these amounts on the liabilities side of the
Balance Sheet distinctly as ‘Refundable’. Unspent grants had neither been refunded nor
shown as ‘Refundable’ under Liabilities in the Balance Sheet of the Council as on 31 March
2005, which resulted in understatement of liabilities.

The Council stated (August 2005) that the audit observation had been noted for
-ompliance.

3. General

3.1.1 Investment of GPF/CPF and Pension-cum-Gratuity Fund in
contravention of the pattern prescribed by the Central Government

The Council has invested the entire amount of Rs. 89.85 lakh on account of GPF/CPF
halances in the nationalised bank in contravention of the pattern of investment prescribed
by Government of India, Ministry of Finance.

The Finance Committee of the Council in its 14" meeting held on 19 March 2005,
after due deliberation on the audit observation had decided to retain these funds with State
Bank of India to avoid the risk to the employees. The decision of the Council was in violation
of the instructions issued by the Ministry of Finance on the subject.

The Council stated (August 2005) that action was being taken as per the decision of
Finance Committee. The reply of the Council is not tenable as it must follow the pattern of
:nvestment prescribed by the Ministry of Finance, Government of India.

3.1.2 Rounding-off the transactions in accounts

As per instructions contained in appendix-II of Rule 17 of Receipts and Payments
Rules, all the transaction of Government involving fraction of a rupee shall be brought to
account by rounding-off to the nearest rupge (fraction of 50 paise and above to be rounded-
off to the next higher rupee and fraction of less than 50 paise to be ignored. However, it was
'bserved that the Council has depicted all its transaction in the accounts in fraction of a
cupee. The Council should adhere to the instructions of rounding-off the fraction of a rupee



for the sake of simplification of accounts.

The Council stated (August 2005) that the audit observation had been noted ¥
compliance.

3.1.3 Format of accounts

The Council was required to prepare its annual accounts as per the revised unifors
common format based on the recommendations of the Committee on Papers laid on the Tas
of Parliament from the year 2001-02. The Council has, however, been preparing its anmz
accounts in the old format, which is irregular. The Council should prepare the accounts ic =x
revised format for making the accounts simple and transparent.

The Council stated (August 2005) that a similar audit observation raised during o
year 2001-02 was dropped by the audit considering Council’s reply. The reply of the Coun—
is not tenable, as all the Central Autonomous Bodies have to adopt uniform format &
accounts in pursuance of the recommendations of the Parliamentary Committee and &
latest instructions issued by the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (October 2004).

3.1.4 Net Impact

The Net impact of the audit comments given in the preceding paras is that the liabiline
of the Council were understated by Rs.1.05 lakh as on 31 March 2005.

(iii) The Council invested its GPF/CPF and Pension-cum-Gratuity Fund amounting
to Rs. 89.85 lakh in State Bank of India’s term deposits in contravention of
instructions of Government of India. (Para 3.1.1)
