ANNUAL REPORT FOR THE YEAR 2008-2009

The Central Council of Indian Medicine is a Statutory Body constituted
under the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 vide Gazette Notification
Extraordinary Part- || Section 3 (i) dated 10.8.71. The Government of India vide
issuing amendments in the said Gazette Notification has changed the members
from time to time. The main objects of the Central Council are as under: -

i) To prescribe minimum standards of education in Indian Systems of
Medicine viz. Ayurved, Siddha and Unani Tibb.

i) To advise Central Government in matters relating to recognition (inclusion/
withdrawal) of medical qualifications in/from Second Schedule to Indian
Medicine Central Council Act, 1970.

if)  To maintain a Central Register of Indian Medicine and revise the Register
from time to time.

iv) To prescribe Standards of Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Code of
Ethics to be observed by the practitioners.

v)  To consider and furnish the recommendation to Government of India on
the proposal received from various institutions from Government of India
for establishment of new colleges of Indian Systems of Medicine, to
increase intake capacity in Under-graduate, Post-graduate and to start
new post-graduate or additional subjects.

Since its establishment in 1971, the Central Council has been framing
and implementing various regulations including the Curricula and Syllabus in
Indian Systems of Medicine viz. Ayurveda, Siddha and Unani Tibb at Under-
graduate and Post-graduate level.

Central Council has already prescribed following courses at Under-graduate
and Post-graduate level. Minimum standards of education and syllabi for different
courses for Ayurveda, Siddha and Unani Tibb have also been laid down by the
Council.

Medicine & Surgery)

Siddha Maruthuva Perignar MD (Siddha) 3 years

Now all the Colleges of Indian Systems of Medicine are affiliated to various
Universities in the Country. These Colleges are following the minimum standards
of education and Curricula and Syllabus laid down by Central Council.

In pursuance of amendment of 13C in Indian Medicine Central Council
Act, 1970 by Government of India, the Central Council in exercise of the powers
conferred by Section 36 of Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 (48 of
1970), with the previous sanction of the Central Government, prescribed “Indian
Medicine Central Council, (Permission to existing Medical Colleges) Regulation
2006."

As per provisions of these Regulations, Colleges established before
07.11.2003 were directed to apply to the Govt. of India by 7.11.2006 for
permission as required under Section 13C of IMCC Act 1970. Application of the
colleges were received by the Govt. of India and were forwarded to CCIM to
furnish the recommendations to Govt. of India in accordance to Section 13 C.

In compliance of the above, CCIM conducted the visitation of 243 Ayurved,
180 Unani and 8 Siddha Colleges to furnish the recommendations to Govt. of
India for issuing/ not issuing letter of permission for the year 2008-09 as
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required under section 13 C and recommendations were sent to Govt. of India
as per policy decision.

There should be at least 80% of complement of teaching staff in
accordance to the intake capacity regarding UG Course.

33% as higher faculty (Professor+Reader).

Additional teaching staff for PG should be as per prescribed norms of
CCIM.

Area of college & Hospital should not be less than 80% of area i.e. 32,000
of 40,000 Sq. ft. covered area of the college & hospital.

100 beded hospital is pre-requisite. Students-bed-ratio should be observed
1 : 2 further.

The Central Council of Indain Madicine has also framed the following

policy for the teachers for the appointment/ promotion in Ayurveda, Unani
and Siddha colleges.

1

The Central Government/State Government and Management of private
colleges shall appoint or promote teachers only after their educational
qualification and experience are cleared by the Central Council of Indian
Medicine.

The teachers appointed must posses post graduate qualification in the
concerned subject. If they are not available, then PG degree approved as
allied subject can be appointed.

Note:-

(a)

In case of Unani Tibb, since there are PG only in six subjects and that too
in few Institutions with small intake, Graduates can be appointed as
teachers till such time that adequate number of PGs are available in all
the subjects.

In case of Siddha System of Medicine, graduate teachers appointed before
the Gazette Notification dated 13.10.2006 will be eligible to continue as
teachers.

The Teacher is eligible for promotion only in the subject/department he/
she has teaching experience.

Every teacher will be issued with an identity card with a specific individual
code within three months of the issue of these guidelines by the Central
Council of Indian Medicine.

In case of confirmation of regular teachers, they should apart from the
above should submit any of the following to prove their residence:-

(@) Certified copy of Telephone/EIectricitvaater bill in his name

(b) Certified copy of Bank Statement/Ration Card/PAN Card/Election 1D
Card.

(c) Rental agreement of the residence in cases the teachers who are
residing in rental house/apartment.

The appointing authority should take an affidavit from the teacher on a
Non-Judicial Stamp Paper of Rupees ten that he is not working in any
other department/college of any State or Central Government nor is a
regular/full time student of M.D./Ph.D.,with an undertaking that any
statement is found to be false, the action taken by the Management/
University/Central Council of Indian Medicine will be binding on him/
her.

If a teacher is to be appointed directly to the post of Reader/Professor, the
Management of the college should verify the qualification and the experience
certificates and the relieving order from the previous employer. The copies
of the appointment order along with the qualification/experience certificate
and relieving order of the previous employer along with the passport size
photo and curriculam vita of the teacher should be sent to the office of the

- CCIM within 30 days of appointment.

The management of the college should keep the CCIM informed with
reason about the teacher who goes on more than three months leave.

If on perusal of the records it is proved that a given teacher is working in
another college/department of State or Central Government or is drawing
salary without teaching just to lend his name for the other college, the
CCIM will penalize him with the following actions:-

(@) The first time offence, the teacher alongwith the Institution will be
black listed resulting in his disqualification of being considered for
appointment in any other college. In case of teacher working in any
Government Department/College, the CCIM will address the
authorities to take necessary penal action against the said teacher.

(b) The second time offence, the CCIM will recommend to the State
Board/Council to cancel his/her medical Registration, or appropriate
action shall be taken against the teacher.

All colleges should pay the UGC scale to the teaching staff. The payment
of salary should be only through Bank. Half yearly Bank Statement of the
teaching and other staff should be sent to the office of the CCIM.

Appointment on contract/deputation or honorary basis against the regular
teaching post shall not be accepted as a teacher by the CCIM.

The teachers shall not continue as faculty member after the age of 65.

The constitution of selection committee should have at least one
representative from the affiliating University.

The teacher appointed by the college should posses the Registration
Certificate issued by any State Board/Council or the Central Council of
Indian Medicine.

The Graduate Teachers appointed before 01.07.1989 shall be recognized
as teachers. If the teacher wants to change the Institution a NOC from
the CCIM is mandatory.

Note: Teachers of Government Colleges/University are exempted.

The Graduate Teacher appointed after 01.07.1989 shall not be recognised
as a teacher.

Note: In case of Unani Tibb and Siddha the note in the policy at SI.No.2
will apply.

Teachers with Post Graduate qualification only are eligible for teaching
Post Graduate Courses.

The HOD/Principal will be liable for disciplinary action if they issue
certificate of completion of Internship to students without the student
undergoing the training in the institution.

The college authorities are instructed to take disciplinary action against
the teacher who is irregular and are not completing the entrusted work/
duty/teaching assignment etc.

The Principal will be a faculty member in addition to the administrative
work.

The post of the Principal should not be kept vacant, and any temporary
arrangement should not exceed three months.

The teacher appointed in a particular college should work in that college
at least till the end of academic year.

Note: This will not apply in case if he/she get a job in

Government/Grant in Aid Institutions/University while working in a private
college.

23. Every college should have the following staff pattern:
(a) Professor
(b) Reader

(c) Lecturer

24. The Guide/Supervisor should see that the thesis written by a PG student is
not a repetition or reproduction of the work already done by PG students in
the various PG Colleges. Any violation, the Guide/Supervisor will be
responsible and he/she will be liable for penal action.

The Said policy was circulated to Health Secretary of all State Governments,
Directrors, Universities and Colleges for implementation.

On the sad demise of Dr. Sivanandam while he was on duty, for the visitation
of the colleges, President CCIM was kind enough to sanction Rs. One lac to the
bereaved family and created the President Relief Fund to continute such practise
in future for the members and employees of the CCIM.

In view of the above, Central Council agreed to the same and decided to
augument the fund from the 25% of the sitting allowance paid to the members.

Face lift has been given to the office by creating members room/ visitors
room as well as committee room.

A sitting fee of Rs. 1000/- has been started paid to members during the
meeting with the Sanction of the Govt. of India which never existed in the past.

A “CCIM National Workshop-2009” was conducted at Banglore from 17/02/
2009 to 20/02/2009, during which more than 300 experts participated to review
the UG & PG Syllabus.



CENTRAL REGISTER OF INDIAN MEDICINE

Preparation and maintenance of Central Register of Indian Medicine is
one of the main objects of the Central Council. As per provisions of the IMCC
Act, 1970, Central Council is maintaining a Central Register in the prescribed
manner, which contains the names of persons who are enrolled on any State
Register of Indian Medicine and who possess any of the recognized medical
qualifications included in the Schedules to the Indian Medicine Central Council
Act, 1970. The maintenance of Central Register of Indian Medicine and updating
of the same is a continuous process.

During the year 2008-09, Central Register of the following States for the
period mentioned against their names were notified in the Gazette of India Part
Ill, Section IV are as under:-

accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. audit observation on
financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules &
Regulations (propriety and regularity) and efficiency-cum-performances
aspects, etc., if any are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit
Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards
generally accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and
perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the
financial statements are free from material misstatements.

As per Notes on accounts and accounting policies, rate of depreciation
was 25% on office equipments whereas CCIM charged depreciation at the rate
of 15% (Sch-8) Thus there was a variation between rate of depreciation actually
charged by CCIM and mentioned in accounting policies, which needs to be
corrected.

C. General

The consolidated Balance Sheet, Income and Expenditure Account and
Receipts and Payments Account should be prepared by using the columns for
Grant-in-aid, funds from our own sources etc. At present, three sets of accounts
are prepared which are independent of each other and do not give a
comprehensive picture of the financial position of the organization.

D. Grant-in-aid

The Council received grant-in-aid Rs.112.58 lakh (Rs.30.58 lakh for Plan
and Rs.82 lakh for Non-Plan) It utilized a sum of Rs.386.23 lakh (Plan Rs.32.88
lakh and Non-Plan Rs.353.35 lakh) leaving a balance of Rs.26.56 lakh (Non
Plan).
