The Central Council of Indian Medicine is a Statutory Body constituted under the Indian Medicine
Central Council Act, 1970 vide Gazette Notification Extraordinary Part-Il Section 3 (ii) dated 10.8.71.
The Government of India vide issuing amendments in the said Gazette Notification has changed the
members from time to time.

The main objects of the Central Council are as under: -

s 4 i)  To prescribe the minimum standards of education in Indian Systems of Medicine viz. Ayurved,
Siddha, Unani Tib and Sowa Rigpa.

i) To advise Central Government in matters relating to recognition (inclusion/withdrawal) of
medical qualifications in/from Second Schedule to Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970.

iy  To maintain a Central Register of Indian Medicine and revise the Register from time to time.

iv) To prescribe Standards of Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Code of Ethics to be observed
by the practitioners.

v) To consider and fumish the recommendations to  Government  of
India on the proposals received from various institutions through Government of India for
establishment of new colleges of Indian Systems of Medicine, to increase intake capacity in
Under-graduate, Post-graduate course and to start new Post-graduate course or additional
subjects.

Since its establishment in 1971, the Central Council has been framing and implementing various
regulations including the Curricula and Syllabi in Indian Systems of Medicine viz. Ayurveda, Siddha
and Unani Tib at Under-graduate and Post-graduate level.

The Government of India also included the Sowa Rigpa as one amongst the Indian Systems of
Medicine under IMCC Act, 1970 vide Gazette Notificaion No. 52 dated 27.09.2010.

Central Council has already prescribed following courses at Under-graduate and Post-graduate level.
Minimum Standards of Education and Syllabus for different courses for Ayurveda, Siddha and Unani
Tib have also been laid down by the Council:-

Now, all the Colleges of Ayurveda, Unani and Siddha are affiliated to various Universities in the
country. These Colleges are following the Minimum Standards of Education, Curriculla and Syllabi

laid down by the Central Council of Indian Medicine. ‘

In pursuance of amendment of Section 13C in Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 by
Government of India, all Ayurveda, Unani and Siddha Colleges were visited to verify the complaince
submitted by the colleges and progress made by college after last visitation. The visitation reports
were scrutinised and conisdered, thereafter, CCIM furnished the recommendations to Government of
India for granting or not granting permission. The Government of India after considering the
recommendations of the CCIM and after giving the opportunity of hearing simultaneously if required,
granted/not granted the permission for particular year.

The Central Council of Indian Medicine adopted the following policy forwarded by Govemment of
India, Department of AYUSH, New Delhi vide letter No. R.11011/10/2011 dated 17.10.2012 for the
year 2013-14 while considering the visitation reports of the Ayurveda, Unani & Siddha Colleges
visited for the year 2013-14 to recommend/not to recommend to Government of India for permission
of Department of AYUSH, New Delhi for admission of students.

1. FOR UNDER GRADUATE COURSE.

The policy regarding to grant the permission to UG courses in Ayurved, Unani and Siddha vide letter
No. 26-74/2011-Common Matters dated 31.01.2012 is as under:-

“There are 2 Ayurveda institutes (IPGTRA, Jamnagar and IPGAER at Shyamdas Vidya Shastra
Peeth, Kolkata), 01 Siddha Institute (NIS, Chennai) and 01 Unani Institute (NIUM, Bangalore) in the
country which do not have UG component and therefore, it is proposed that these Institutions may be
allowed permission on the basis of minimum 75 number of beds and No. of clinical PG seats should
be calculated on the basis of student-bed ratio of 1:5 with 60% IPD Bed Occupancy.”

Though the above decision was not communicated in the letter dated 18.03.2011 but the same was
adopted for stand only PG Institutions like IPGTRA, Jamnagar and IPGAER at Shyamdas Bidya
Shastra Peeth, Kolkata, NIS, Chennai and NIUM, Bangalore for 2011-12 academic session.

Further, the approved norms for 2011-12 academic session clearly indicate that for Post-Graduate
Courses in Ayurveda and Siddha, Minimum 150 beds are required including 50 beds for 10 PG seats
in clinical subjects with UG intake capacity of 50 students.

However, No. of beds in hospital for PG seats in clinical subjects will be maintained in 1:5 student-bed

rafio in addition to beds required for UG seats.

Preparation and maintenance of Central Register of Indian Medicine is one of the main objects of the
Central Council. As per provisions of IMCC Act, 1970, Central Council is maintaining a Central
Register in the prescribed manner, which contains the detailed information of practitioners who are
enrolled on State Registers of Indian Medicine and who possess any of the recognized medical
qualifications included in the Schedules to the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970. The

maintenance of Central Register of Indian Medicine and updating of the same is a continuous
process.

Medicine.
