No. 18-1/2003{SIDDHA).—In exercise of the powers conferred by clauses (i), 0) 
and (k) of sub-section (1 ) of Section 36 of the Indian Medicine Centra! Council Act, 1970 (48 
of 1970), the Central Council of Indian Medicine, with the previous sanction of the Central 
Government, hereby makes the following regulations further to amend the Indian Medicine 
Central Council (Minimum Standards of Education in Indian Medicine} Regulations, 1986, 
namely :— 
1.(1) These Regulations may be called the Indian Medicine Central Council (Minimum 

Standards of Education in Indian Medicine) Amendment Regulations, 2006. 

(2) They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2. In the Indian Medicine Central Council (Minimum Standards of Education in Indian 
Medicine) Regulations, 1986, for Schedule II, the following Schedule shall be subs.litu.ted, 
namely:-

"Schedule I I " 
LAims and objects of Siddha Education : (See regulation 6) 

Siddha education should aim at producing graduates of profound scholarship having deep basis 
of Siddha with scientific knowledge in accordance with fundamentals with extensive practical 
training who would be able and efficient teachers, research scholars, physicians and surgeons of 
Siddha System fully competent to serve in the medical and health services of the country. 

2.Title of the course : Siddha Maruihuva Arignar (Bachelor of Siddha Medicine and Surgery ) 
(B.S.M.S) 

3. Eligibility for Admission: 

(a) The candidates belonging to all categories for admission to the Siddha Maruthuva Arignar 
Course must have passed 12 t h standard with Science with at least 50% marks in aggregate in 
the subjects of Physics, Chemistry and Biology. 

(b) The relaxation of the minimum marks prescribed above for deciding eligibility will be 
according to the rules and regulations of the respective University or State Government 
notification from time to time.

6. Medium of Instruction: Tamil or English shall be the medium of instruction for the Course.

The internal assessment marks (both in written and practicals taken together) shall be 
submitted to the University endorsed by the Head of the Institutions, 15 days prior to the 
commencement of the theory examinations. 

16. Marks qualifying for pass : 
(Either subject wise or Collectively) 

(a) The minimum pass marks in each subject is 50% (details are given in the examination 
scheme). 

(b) A Successful candidate who secures 60% marks or above in the aggregate in his first
