ANNUAL REPORT FOR THE YEAR 2014-15

The Central Council of Indian Medicine is a Statutory Body constituted under Indian
Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 vide Gazette Notification Extraordinary Part-II
Section 3 (ii) dated 10.8.71. The Government of India vide issuing amendments in the
said Gazette Notification has changed the members from time to time.

The main objects of the Central Council are as under: -

i) To prescribe the minimum standards of education in Indian Systems of Medicine
viz. Ayurved, Siddha, Unani Tib and Sowa Rigpa.

i) To advise Central Government in matters relating to recognition
(inclusion/withdrawal) of medical qualifications in/from Second Schedule to Indian
Medicine Central Council Act, 1970.

iii) To maintain a Central Register of Indian Medicine and revise the Register from time
to time.

iv) To prescribe Standards of Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Code of Ethics to be
observed by the practitioners.

v) To consider and furnish the recommendations to Government  of
India on the proposals received from various institutions through Government of
India for establishment of new colleges of Indian Systems of Medicine, to increase
intake capacity in Under-graduate, Post-graduate degree and diploma courses and
to start new Post-graduate course or additional subjects.

Since its establishment in 1971, the Central Council has been framing and implementing
various regulations including the Curricula and Syllabi in Indian Systems of Medicine viz.
Ayurved, Siddha, Unani Tib at Under-graduate and Post-graduate level.

Central Council has already prescribed following courses at Under-graduate and Post-
graduate level. Minimum Standards of Education and Syllabus for different courses for
Ayurved, Siddha and Unani Tib have also been laid down by the Council:-

PG Diploma in Siddha (specialty) 2 years
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All the Colleges of Ayurved, Unani and Siddha are affiliated to various Universities in the
country. These Colleges are following the Minimum Standards of Education, Curricula
and Syllabi laid down by the Central Council of Indian Medicine.

In pursuance of amendment of Section 13C in Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970
by Government of India, the Central Council had to furnish the recommendations to
Government of India. Accordingly all Ayurved, Unani and Siddha Colleges have been
visited to assess the available facilities of teaching and practical training from admitting
students for the year 2014-15 and to verify the compliance submitted by the colleges as
well as progress made by colleges after last visitation. The visitation reports were
scrutinized and considered, thereafter, CCIM has furnished the recommendations to
Government of India. The Government of India after considering the recommendations
of Central Council of Indian Medicine, after giving the opportunity of hearing if required
has granted/not granted the permission to the colleges for admmission.

In this regard, the Central Council of Indian Medicine adopted the following policies
forwarded by Government of India, Department of AYUSH, New Delhi vide letter No.
R.11011/10/2013-EP (IM-1) dated 17.06.2014 for the year 2014-15 while considering
the visitation report of the Ayurveda, Unani & Siddha Colleges visited for the year 2014-
15 to send the recommendations to Government of India for granting/not granting
permission under Section 13C/13A by Ministry of AYUSH for admission of students in UG
& PG Course as the case may be.

1. The initial recommendations along with the visitation reports received from the
Central Council of Indian Medicine (CCIM) till 31.05.2014 for grant of permission
or otherwise to Ayurveda, Siddha and Unani (ASU) colleges for the academic
session 2014-15 the decision has been taken by the Central Government to grant
relaxation in the following three criteria of Minimum Standard Requirements
(MSRs) for processing of the cases of ASU Colleges for grant/denial of conditional
permission under section 13C/13A of the Indian Medicine Central Council (IMCC)
Act, 1970 for the academic session 2014-15 and these relaxation will be
applicable for the academic session 2014-15 only and will not be applicable for
the academic session 2015-16.

I.  Availability of requisite number of equipment and instruments as specified in
Schedule VII of MSRs will be relaxed by 50% of the total requirement. However,
the college will be required to fulfill 90% of the total requirement of equipment by
31st December, 2014.

II.  Availability of Part time teachers/consultants of Modern Medicine as specified in
the note of Schedule V of MSRs will be exempted.

III. Availability of Higher Facilities as specified in the Schedule V of MSRs will be
relaxed as follows:

i. The colleges having intake capacity up to sixty seats shall have at least 12 Higher
Faculty in Ayurveda & Siddha Colleges (as specified in Ayurveda Siddha MSRs)
and 10 Higher Faculty in Unani Colleges instead of 12 Higher Faculty (as
specified in Unani MSR) and stipulation regarding distribution of Higher Faculty in
department as specified in ASU MSRs will be exempted.

ii. The colleges having intake capacity from sixty-one to hundred seats shall have at
least 18 Higher Faculty in Ayurveda & Siddha Colleges and 16 Higher Faculty in
Unani Colleges instead of 19 Higher Faculty (as specified in MSRs) and
stipulation regarding distribution of Higher Faculty in departments (as specified
in MSRs) will be exempted.

iii. The Unani Colleges having intake capacity either up to sixty seats of from sixty-
one to hundred seats shall have at least one eligible teacher in each of 10
Department instead of 14 Departments (as specified in MSR).



It is also noted that other mandatory requirements for grant/denial of conditional
permission to the ASU colleges for the academic session 2014-15 will be taken into
consideration as per the IMCC Act, 1970 and relevant regulations including concerned
ASU MSR Regulations without any relaxation.

2. The above mentioned relaxation in the eligibility criteria will be considered only
on furnishing of an undertaking by all such deficient colleges that they will fulfill
the shortcoming in these criteria before 31st December, 2014, definitely, in terms
of the provisions of the aforesaid Act and Regulations. The compliance made by
such colleges in this regard along with compliance to all the eligibility criteria as
specified in the concerned MSR Regulations for ASU Colleges and attached
Hospitals will be verified by the CCIM through a suo moto inspection/visitation for
consideration of the matter for permission for the next academic session 2015-
16. Colleges requiring to furnish undertaking for any of the relaxation as in Para 1
above shall be asked specifically by the Central Government to furnish the same
in the format and manner specified therein in due course of time.

3. Further, all the three postgraduate education regulations for Post-Graduate (PG)
ASU Colleges are under finalization, the policy decision adopted for the
grant/denial of permission to the ASU PG Colleges for the academic session 2013-
14 is extended for the academic session 2014-15 as under:

(A) For PG Institutions having UG course:

(i) Teachers: in addition to the Under-graduate (UG) requirement of teachers,
1 Higher Facuity (Professor or Reader) + 1 Lecturer, in concerned
department and fulfillment of teacher-student ratio (1:3 Professor, 1:2
for Reader & 1:1 for Lecturer),

(ii) Beds in_Hospital: minimum 100 bedded hospital for PG Colleges of
Ayurveda/Siddha and minimum 75 bedded hospital for PG Colleges of
Unani + 1:4 student-bed ratio for each PG clinical seat over above the
total requirement of beds for UG students intake capacity (up to 60
seats or 61 to 100 seats).

(iii)  Average attendance of patients per day in OPD as per requirements for
UG student’s intake capacity as specified in concerned MSR
Regulations.

(iv)  Minimum 50% bed occupancy in IPD and

(v) Fulfilment of provisions including staff requirement under relevant PG
Education Regulations like Non-teaching staff, Clinical Registrar etc.

(B) For standalone PG Institutions:
(i) Teachers: Institute which do not have UG course, shall have 1 Professor of

Reader + 1 Lecturer of the concerned specialty and fulfilment of
teacher-student ratio (1:3 for Professor, 1:2 for Reader, 1:1 for
Lecturer),

(ii) Beds in IPD: Minimum 75 no. of beds and no. of clinical PG seats should
be calculated on the basis of student-bed ratio of 1:4,

(iii)Bed occupancy : Minimum 50% bed occupancy in IPD,

(iv)Average attendance of 100 patients per day in OPD, and

(v) Fulfillment of provisions including staff requirement under relevant PG
Education Regulation like Non-teaching staff, Clinical Registrar etc.

4. The Central Council of Indian Medicine was also requested to communicate this
policy decision adopted for grant/denial of conditional permission to the ASU UG
and PG Colleges for the academic session 2014-15 immediately to all concerned
colleges. Universities and State Governments and also to place the same on the
Council’s website for wider publicity.

Preparation and maintenance of Central Register of Indian Medicine is one of the main
objects of the Central Council. As per provisions of IMCC Act, 1970, Central Council is
maintaining a Central Register in the prescribed manner, which contains the detailed
information of practitioners who are enrolled on State Registers of Indian Medicine and
who possess any of the recognized medical qualifications included in the Schedules to
the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970. The maintenance of Central Register of
Indian Medicine and updating of the same is a continuous process.

Central Register of Indian Medicine has been displayed on the Council’'s website i.e.
www.ccimindia.org, therefore, the practitioners can verify their names in Central
Register of Indian Medicine.

Draft Bridge Course in Ayurved for Allopathic Doctors had been sent to Gouvt. of India for consideration.
Recognition of B.A.M.S (Ayurveda Chikitsa Shastra - Shastri) of Tribhuvan University, Nepal passed in the
General — Body Meeting on- 4th November 2014 for inclusion in Fourth Schedule of IMCC ACT 1970 and
notified in Gazette notification number 1198(E).
Book on Standard Treatment Guidelines in Ayurveda has been prepared and released in 6th World
Ayurveda Congress held on 6.11.2014 at New Delhi. This book was prepared for 28 diseases by group of
experts and peer reviewed by Experts of various institutions across the Country. It is available in website
of CCIM i.e. www.ccimindia.org.
As Yoga is a part of Ayurveda, President, CCIM had taken initiatives to recognize the Yoga and
Naturopathy degree course and convened a meeting on 2.12.2014 with Yoga & Naturopathy experts to
bring under the ambit of CCIM.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India
