Year 1982-83

The Central Council of Indian Medicine was constituted in
1971 vnder the Indian Mediciane Central Council Act, 1970. The

main functions of the Council are :

(i) To prescribe minimum standards of education for courses
in Indian Systems of Medicine, viz Ayurveda, Unani and

Siddha.
(i) To advise Central Government in matters relating to recog-
nition of medical qualifications of Indian Medicine.

(iii) To maintain the Central Register of Indian Medicine and
revise the Register from time to time.

(1v) To regulate practice in Indian Medicine and prescribe Stan-
dards of Professional Conduct and Etiquette and Code of
Ethics to be observed by the Practitioners of Indian Medi-
cine.

The Central Council laid down the following procedure in
respect of the imstitutions/Universities which request the Central
Council to accord its approval for conducting the Post-Graduate
course:—

1. The Central Government and State Governments be requestcd
to consult the Central Council before granting the permission
to start the Post-graduate Course in any institution of Ayurved
SO that the Central Council may be aware about each of the

Hence, the Council did not consider these insti-
tutions fit to adopt the degree course prescribed by CCIM. All the
visitation reports were sent to the Ministry of Health & Family Wel-

fare alongwith comments of the Courncil.

~ Rajasthan University, Jaipur requested the Council to inspect
"Mohta Ayurved Mahavidyalaya, Sadulpur, Rajasthan for grant of
recognition to start Under-graduate course of Ayurved prescribed by
-the Central Council. After considering the report, the Council decided
to grant provisional recognition provided that the requirements are
fulfilled within one year and a second visitation of the institution be

carried out to ensure whether the shortcomings pointed out and

assurance given by the authorities have been fulfilled or not.

" The Central Council of Tndian Medicine carried out routine
visitation of 40 colleges of TIndian Systems of Medicine during the
year. The glaring' deficiencies pointed outin the visitation reports
"were brohght to the notice of the Universities to which these colleges
were affiliated and the State Governments fqr necessary a;:tion.

On the request of Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar an
Visitation of Shri Laxmi Narayén Ayufvedic College, Amritsar and
Dayanand Ayurvedic College, jalandhar was carried out by the
Council. The visitation reports submitted by visitors were accepted
by the Council. It was decided that the provisional recognition to
both the colleges may be granted for one year. The Council was also
of the view that student bed ratio of 1:3 may strictly be followed by
the institutions at the time of admission of the students to Pre-Ayur- ;
vedic Course. The institutions should make necessary arrangements
for minimum 100 beds in their hospitals within a year.

" The Central Council recommened to the Central Government

not to recognise the qualifications awarded by the Bihar University,
Muzaﬂar[jur and Kameshwar Singh Sanskrit University, Darbhanga.
The Council was of the strong opinion that no college a fRliated with

The Council viewed that most of the Ayurvedic colleges have

not so far been able to attain the minimum standards as laid down.
by the CCIM. These sub-standard institations are mainly respon-
sibte for sub-standard education. It was therefore, ‘suggested that

the Central and State Governments should clamp strict ban on estab- -

lishment of new_Ayurved’ic ‘College till the presnt colleges are brought
in conformity with the minimum standards laid down by CCIM.
It was disturbing to note that inspite of repeated communications -
from the CCIM many of the States and also many Management
bodies of private colleges have so far failed to bring up their colleges
