The Central Council of Indian Medicine is a Statutory Body consti-
tuted under the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970. The first Council
was constituted in 1971. The Council was reconstituted in 1984 vide

Government of India Notification in the Gazette of India Extraordinary Part
II Section 3, Sub-Section (i1) dated 7.5.1984.

The main objects of the Central Council are as follows:-

1) To prescribe minimum standards of education for courses in Indian
Systems of Medicine viz. Ayurved, Siddha & Unani.

i1) To advise Central Government in matters relating to recognition of
medical qualifications of Indian Medicine.

(iii) To maintain the Central Register of Indian Medicine and revise the
Register from time to time.

1v) To regulate practice in Indian Medicine and prescribe standards of

professional conduct, etiquette and code of ethics to be observed by
the practitioners.

Since its establishment in 1971, the Central Council has been carrying
on and implementing various regulations including the Curriculum and

Syllabus in Indian Systems of Medicine viz. Ayurved, Siddha and Unani at
Under-graduate and Post-graduate level. ; :

The Central Council decided that the second para of sub-clause (1) of
~ clause (8.1) of Central Council of Indian Medicine (Minimum Standard of
Education in Indian Medicine) (Amendment) Regulations, 1989 be amended

as under:-

“However, a student failed in one or more subjects of First
Professional examination may be allowed to keep term in second
professional course. Only those students who passed in all subjects,
shall be allowedto appear in the Third Professional Examination.™

- The Central Council noted that 10+2 with Science, Uttar Madhyama
with Science an equivalent qualification have been prescribed at admission
qualification under the Regulations pertaining to Under-graduate Education
Regulations, 1989. It is therefore, decided that Upadhyaya examination
(with Ayurved subject) conducted by Rajasthan Board may also be included
as admission qualification.

The Central Council resolved that All India Ayurved Vidyapeeth may
take necessary steps for the establishment of the Under-graduate college
which is a pre-requisite for starting of Post-graduate course.

The Central Council noted and welcomed the statement of Hon’ble
Minister Shri B. Shankaranand delivered in the Parliamentary Committee
(Health) published in the newspapers that Central Government has decided
to establish a separate Directorate of ISM. We also demand that it may be
implemented at the earliest and Ayurved, Unani and Siddha Systems may be
included in the National Health Scheme so that ISM may be developed in all

the spheres and may be able to prove itself as the party in the National Health
Programmes.

The Central Council noted that the draft Regulations pertaining to
certificate/Diploma course in Ayurveda for foreign professional approved by
Central Council of Indian Medicine was circulated to Health Secretaries of
all State Geovernents to furnish their comments, if any, within three months

as provided under provision of section 22 (2) of the Indian Medicine Central
Council Act, 1970.

Inresponsetothe above, Director of Indian Medicine and Homoeopathy,
Orissaforwarded a copy of the Syllabus pertaining to Ras Shastra, Bhaishajva
Kalpana and Swasthavritta for inclusion in the Syllabus of draft Regulations
before furnishing the same to Ministry of Health & Family Welfare.

The Central Council agreed-to for its inclusion in the proposed draft

i Thc prcparation and maintenance of the Central Register of Indian
hgcdiclnc'is one of the main functions of the Central Council. As per Section

21 of the Indian Medicine Central Council Act. 1970 the Central Council

~ ghall cause to be maintained in the prescribed manner. a register of Indian

Medicine to be known as Central Resister of Indian Medicine which shall
contain the names of all persons who are for the time being enrolled on any
State Register of Indian Medicine and who possess any of the recognised
medical qualifications included in the Schedule to the LM.C.C. Act. 1970.

The Central Register of Indian Mecdicine almost upto 1986 pertaining
to Andhra Pradesh. Assam. Harvana. Himachal Pradesh. Jammu & Kash-
mir. Karnataka. Orissa. Punjab. Tamilnadu. West Bengal. Delhi. Madhya
Pradesh. Gujarat. Maharashtra and Rajasthan have been published in the
Gazette of India. The Central Register of Bihar and Kerala is likely to be
received after Gazette Notification.

During the vear the Central Register pertaining to Gujarat. Maharshtra
and Rajasthan were published in the Gazette of India.

The State Register in the prescribed proforma has not been received
from Uttar Pradesh from inception of the State Council to 1987 inspite of
repeated requests/reminders. Hence. nothing could be done to preparc the
Central Register of Indian Medicine pertaining to U P. However. the Central
Register from 1988 to 1991 of U.P. has been prepared and sent for Gazette
Notification.
