(10) Adequate tralning in teaching technology and ressarch
methods should be undertaken during the course of studies.

THESIS

(1) Before a candidate is allowed to undertake the work
ol thesis, the title of the thesis should be regisfered with the
University within the six months of admission and the syunop-
sls should be approved at the end of preliminary year,

(2) The application of reglstration of the title of the thesis
should clearly mention the full title of the thesis with a
synopsis of the proposed scheme of work indicaling the
falmilarity of tho candidale with the proposcd theme of work
and the namea of the department and the name and desiz-
nation of the guide /supervisor amd co-paide.

(3) Once the title for thesis iv approved, the candidate
will not be allowed to vhange the fiile or (he proposed
theme of work.

(4) The registration of the candidate will be cancelled if
the candidate fails to submit the title of thesis alongwith
synopsis within the specified period as mentioned above,

(5) No candidate shall be allowed to submit the thesis
before the expiry of one calandar vear registration of the
title of the thesis and bhefore six months of the final year.

The subject of the thesis must be related with the subject
matter of the speclality oflered by the candidate

(6) The thesig should place on record the methods und
potentiality of the research carrled out by the candidate on
the mroblem selected by him and complefed under the guid-
ance of the teacher approved by the University.

(7) The thesis should consist of critical survey of rele-
vant literature, research, results of the research discussion on
the basis of existing literature on the subject, conclusion,
summary of thesis and references cited in the thesis.

(8) There will a Scrutiny Committee conslituted as per
rules lald down by the Unlversity or in the ordinance which
will sctulinise and approve the title of the 'hesis and pro-
posed scheme of work sobmitted as per rules. The sabject
of every thesis should be practical oriented, devoid of un-
promising speclalities and should be helpful in the develop-
ment of service of Ayurveda.

(9) The thesis ordinarily consist of exceeding 200
typed pages. The thesis should contain at the end a summary
of not more than 1500 words covering the conclusion drawn
by the candidates.

(10) The guide/supervision shall be a person of status of
a Professor/Reader possossing at least flve years Post-gradu-
ate teaching experience in the subject A Professor and a
Reader ¢can gwide in maximum three and two students res.
pectively in each academit year. A lecturer with seven
years Post~graduale teaching experience can puide one candi-
date in each academic year, .

(11) The thesis must be satisfactory as rceurds literary pre-
sentation and suitable for publication elther ns such ws in
un abridped form.

(12) Four copies of the bound thesis tocether with one
certificate or certificate from the supervisors or supervisor
must reach the office of the Registrac three months before
the flnal examination,

(13) The thesis shall be osnesacd by fonr examiness appoint-
cd by the University, two of them will be exernal and two
internul.  One of the internul cxaminers of the thesis should
be the Chief Supervisor under  whom the candidute has
worked for the thesis.

14) The thesis shall only be accepted ofter unanimous
apptoval hy the eaxmincr appointed to examine it.

(15) If the thesis is nol accepled 1t will be referred
back to the candida'e with the remiks of the examiners
and the candidate can resubmit the ihesis, after making
necessary improvements in the light of (he examinlcrs’ report
to the University It not beyond o further period of slx
months.

(16) The candidatc chall be peomilted to appear at 1I
examination post-graduate degrec in Ayurved consisling of
theory, oral and practicals including clinjcal only after the
thesis has DLeen wapproved by the examiners appointed for
the purpose,

(17) One copy of the Synopsiz of the title of thesig sh_all
be yubmitted to the Registrar, Central Council of Indian
Medicine 2s soon as the title iy approved. One copy of the
accepted thesis will he lodeed in the library of the Central
Council of Indign Medicine, New Delhi,

ENXAMINATION ANDI ASSESSMENT

The Posl~graduate degiee shull have two eXawmiaationy as
follows & .

1. The preliminmy examination, at  the end of one
academic year after admission conducted by the
Institution.

2. The finul Examination at the end of two acedemic
years, after the First examination.

3. The Final examination will be held after completing
two calandar years after passing preliminary cxami-
nation and the candidates can avail of a maximum
of two chuances. The Final examination will bo
held twice at mmterval of six months.

4, No marks will be allotled in any part of the ¢xamis
nations. Results will be unnounced as passed or
fuiled after the counsiderstion of the results  com-
miltee consisting of all 1the¢ Hxamiuelg concerned in
unanimously.

The student teacher ratio should be such that the mmmbe:

Where
the number of Post-graduate teachers is less than 3 per wnit.
then the number of students should be reduced so as to
keep the ratio to one student per teacher per year. It ghall
be applicable ulso where the posts are lying vacant and the
number of students admitted shall not excced to the above
mentioned yardstick.

The following eriteria is 1o be ful-
filled prior to getting recognition by the CCIM.

1. A Post-graduate course shall be started in a place
whege Under-graduate course already exists,

2. The institution must satify the minimum requirements
for Under-graduate training as prescribed by CCIM.

3. Fucilities regarding cli_nj?al trainimg, Tesearch faciitics
teaching staff amd equipments etc. as laid down by CCIM
for the related specialities.

4. The haostel facility to all the Post-graduate heys and
girls students.

5. The qualification laid down for teuching staff ia to be
essentially fulfitled.

6. Facilities of stipend and contigency fond nmat be the
same as admissible to the Post-graduate students of medical
PGs of the State.

7. Modifications and additions cannot be made in the
Syllabus, pattern of examination, and on other matter laid
down by CCIM in the Curriculum & Syllabus.
